Some comments taken from online quilting groups on batting choices for machine quilting………………..

“Linda's Choice from Linda Taylor is made for show quilts and wall hangings. It is a dense 100 percent cotton with a very light fine netting (scrim). It is heavier than wool but has a nice definition of the quilting. I have also used this in black quilts with the net side up. It is really a little heavy for bed quilts. I love this batting for wall quilts. It does not beard.”
“I know how horrid Hobb's 80/20 feels but it quilts up wonderfully .. drapes well after quilting..in my estimation..I'd rather use it than Warm & Natural because they are sort of felt like...quilt is heavier than lead when it's done and doesn't drape well at all but most of my clients request that simply I guess because here in Maine they want 100% cotton. I really like Mountain Mist's Cotton Blossom batts...95% cotton/ 5% wool or silk..you can quilt the dickens out of it and it drapes wonderfully..has a nice loft and is light unlike W & N. My most favorite is wool either Hobb's or Quilter's Dream wool..so nice and warm AND light so you don't feel smushed down by the quilt.”
