The following is an email on a quilting yahoo list………………..

"I also folded my fabric this way, by taking my 6x24 ruler, rolling
the fabric around it and folding it in half. I got the idea
from "Creating Your Perfect Quilting Space" By Lois Hallock. There a
lot of great ideas in there.

Although I took this one step further. Not only did I fold all my
fabric and organize it by theme (kids prints, Christmas,
Patriotic...) and color, But I also organized my scrap bins. Yes,
that was a major undertaking. I went though and ironed all of the
scraps. If I couldn't at least get a 2" square from it, I pitched it.
I then took them and cut them into various sizes strips, 1 1/2 in and
2 inch - for log cabins, and 5 inch strips, for making continous half
square triangles. I also cut various size squares. I tried to get as
much out of them as I could starting with the 5 inch strips. If a
piece of fabric was less than 1/2 yard, I didn't fold it, I tried to
get a fat quarter out of it if I could and cut the rest into strips,
and squares. Now everything is organized. When I finish a project, if
the pieces of fabric are less than 1/2 yard they get cut up right
then, that way everything stays neat. Also then I know that all of my
folded fabric is 1/2 yard or larger.
