Needles

”My advice on needle size for frame quilting.  Choose larger, in fact we do 80-90% of our work with size 18.  You want the heaviest needle you can tolerate.  Reason for this is needle deflection will occur 
less and you will have less likely hood of damage to the hook on your machine.  Fact is with fabric tensioned in a frame the stress is on the needle not the fabric as you move the machine.  When doing push quilting free motion with sit down work you are less likely to deflect the needle simply because the fabric is not stretched as you move it. Hence you can get by with needles as fine as the 12.  My advice is never consider the use of a needle as small as the 12 on a frame quilting application.  In fact stay clear if possible from the size 14.  Many of you may know my favorite needle type and size for machine quilting is of a brand not endorsed by the Handi Quilter company but none the less I continue to like Singer Brand type MR needles. We do most all work with the 1955-01-MR4 Singer needles.  This needle is equivalent to the size 18 but even stronger.
