A technique for meandering from a website ….
 I start with a BIG meander, with lines about as far apart as the width of your hand, maybe a bit more, throughout the entire quilt.  I meander as far as I can and try to stop in a seam line or someplace where it won't show so much, break the thread, roll the quilt forward, baste the sides, lock the threads and start meandering again where I left off.  When I finished the meander, I just start making the curlies back up the meander. I try to do both sides of the spine as I go, first one side then the other. Occasionally, I forget and have to backtrack along the spine. The great thing about that curly design is that if you end up with a space too big to "stretch" the curls to cover, you can use the stem of a curl as a "spine" for another curl. 
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
