Quoted from Superior Threads….

How Much Thread Does it Take? . . . . . 
We often are asked how much thread it takes to quilt a quilt. It depends on the size of the quilt and the type of quilting to be done. The most thread I've seen used in a quilt is 20,000 yds. (10,000 yds. of MonoPoly invisible thread in the bobbin and 10,000 yds. of Nature
Colors and Living Colors on top). It is a beautiful thread painting entitled Precious Water by Hollis Chatelain and this quilt won Best of Show in Houston in 2004.

Everyone's technique is different so the following are only averages. Of course it is possible to use much more or much less thread. These numbers are for the top thread only. Double them if you use the same thread for the bobbin. The three sets of numbers following the size represent Light Quilting/Medium Quilting/Heavy Quilting.

Laptop/Crib size quilt 200 yds./400 yds./600 yds. 
Twin size 400 yds./800 yds./1,200 yds. 
Queen size 600 yds./1,000 yds./1,600 yds. 
King size 700 yds./1,500 yds./2,000 yds.

"Clorox 2, a bleach for colors, is the quilter's best friend(!!)  (She)
learned about it from Crayola's website.  (She) makes a lot of scrap
quilts, and it's nearly impossible to test every piece for bleeding.  
If fabrics bleed after they are sewn into the quilt, (she) soaks the
quilt for 3 hours or so in a big dose of Clorox 2.   The stray dye
always comes out.   (She) also adds a capful or two of Synthrapol, a
detergent used by dyers, to the wash.  It keeps loose dye particles in
suspension and prevents them from staining other parts of the fabric."
